A minimum of 21 semester hours will be required to
add. Education methods courses may not be counted toward supplemental endorsements.

Coursework must have Agriculture prefix.

Coursework must have Art prefix.

BIBLE
Coursework must pertain to the Old or New Testament.

BIOLOGY
Botany Zoology
Biology Microbiology
Human Anatomy and Physiology

Biochemistry may be counted toward biology or chemistry.

If Applied Calculus Business Math is listed on transcripts as math (i.e. Math 1234), it will not count toward
business. Ifitis listed as a business course, it may be counted.

If Statistics is listed as a business course, it may be counted toward business education. It will not count
toward business if statistics is listed as a psychology course. Statistics may be counted toward math, if it's
listed as an engineering course. Statistics will not count toward math if it is listed as a business or
psychology course.

Coursework must have a Chemistry prefix (Biochemistry may be counted).
DRAMA
Coursework must have Theatre or Drama prefix.
ENGLISH
Literature Journalism Newswriting
English Journalism Editing

Coursework must have a Economics prefix.
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FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCE
Coursework must have Family & Consumer Science or Home Economics prefix.

FOREIGN LANGUAGES
Coursework must have a prefix of the specific language endorsement requested (Spanish,
French, Latin, German, Russian, or Mandarin Chinese)

GENERAL SCIENCE
Geosciences and courses in Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Botany, Zoology, Microbiology,
Environmental Science, Plant Science, Animal Science, Human Anatomy & Physiology, Coastal
Sciences, Geology

JOURNALISM
Coursework must have Journalism prefix.

MARKETING
Coursework must have Marketing prefix.

*»*MATH

Coursework must have a Math prefix or equivalent.

**Effective 9/1/14, Math will be taken off this list and will no longer be added with any 21 hours
that have a Math prefix. After that date, the math endorsement will require an online recommendation
from a MS college/university that offers an approved program.

MUSIC EDUCATION (VOCAL)
Coursework must be music education vocal course. Courses in music theory and music history

may be counted.

MUSIC EDUCATION (INSTRUMENTAL)

Coursework must be music education instrumental course. Courses in music theory and music
history may be counted.
